We will be running special service 101, from Thursday 5 October - Sunday 5
November on Thursdays, Friday, Saturdays and Sundays, plus every day
during half term week (23-27 October)

Buses run every 20 minutes from Keel Square (north side bus stop near to St
Mary’s Car Park) via the Wheatsheaf, Newcastle Road and Sea Road, and will
drop off at Seaburn Tram Shelter. Return journeys will be from any bus stop

on the sea front starting at the Tram Shelter going southwards, and the bus

will run towards Bungalow Café, along Harbour View and then back to Keel

Square.
